Students need to be confident reading a range of fiction and non-fiction texts, skimming and scanning these to retrieve
information. Students need to revise and practise applying the exam strategies to develop their answers.

Students also need to be practising writing at length- 300 words minimum, under timed conditions.
Past papers, marks schemes and online learning are available on the Eduqas website.

Practise: crafting a story. They need to practise re-writing and adapting to a wide range of titles (Creative writing for
Component 1, Section B).

Practise: write a range of reviews, articles, formal letters, talks/speeches (Transactional writing for Component 2,
section B).
